We were encouraged to report to our congregation on Sunday, July 24th the following first half of the year finance
facts:

o General fund giving 1s up 5.4% compared to the first six months giving 1n 2010.

e  Our mortgage indebtedness 1s down to $105,302. The original note had the mortgage being paid off in the year
2021. Three years ago, we challenged the congregation to help us pay off the debt in five years (1.e. by 2013).
This will be an interest savings for GCC of $137,039. We are on schedule to eliminate our indebtedness by Au-
gust 2012 1f not before!

With the recent addition to our ministry staff, we are back to a full staff after two plus years of transition and ad-
justments. Please take this in consideration as you plan your financial giving to GCC in the months ahead.
